So we have set up community grant programmes in the UK, Republic of
Ireland and Central Europe which put the power in the hands of our customers to choose which local projects Tesco supports financially.

About Tesco Community Grants

Tesco Community Grants support thousands of local community
projects and good causes across the UK.

The scheme is open to all registered charities and not-for-profit
organisations, with priority given to projects that provide food and
support to young people.

Examples of eligible applications with a focus on food security, children and young people could be:

e Alocal school needing support to buy food for a children’s breakfast club,

e Avoluntary organisation working with families to run a food bank,

e A charity supporting young people with specialist advice to manage mental health,

e A brownie or scout group needing new camping equipment,

e Kitchen equipment for a youth project to set up a holiday club,

e Supporting a community centre wanting to put on a Christmas lunch or Meals on Wheels service,
e A healthy eating project that supports families to cook healthy meals on a budget,

e Alocal friends of a park group wanting to develop a new toddler area.

If you are a Tesco customer or colleague, you can also nominate a cause that you'd like to see
supported and we’ll contact them to encourage them to apply.

Tesco colleagues in each store will help select those needing a little help in your local area and when
our customers are given a blue token, in any of our Tesco stores at the checkout, they can vote for
their favourite charity to receive a grant.

Community charity Groundwork manages this website and administers the funding across the UK.
Groundwork is working with greenspace scotland to support successful projects in Scotland.

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Apply for a grant

Tesco Community Grants helps to fund thousands of local projects across the
country. Since 2016 the scheme has supported over 40,000 community groups with
more than £90 million in grants. The scheme aims to make a positive difference —
because where our communities thrive, our business and our colleagues thrive too.

Tesco Community Grants is managed by Groundwork who are working
with greenspace scotland to support applicants in Scotland.

How does Tesco Community Grants
work?

Tesco Community Grants is open to charities and community organisations to apply
for a grant of up to £1,500. Every three months, three local good causes are
selected to be in the blue token customer vote in Tesco stores throughout the UK.

Who is eligible to apply?

Grants will be awarded to voluntary or community organisations (including registered

charities/companies), schools, health bodies (e.g. Clinical Commissioning Groups
(CCGs), NHS Hospital Trust, Foundation Trust), Parish/Town Councils, local
authorities and social housing providers.

This list is not exhaustive and there will be many other types of organisations that
will be funded.

Applications are not eligible from:

e Individuals
e Community Interest Companies with shares (CIC’s)
o Community Interest Companies with guarantee that are less than two years old

e Profit-making organisations

What types of projects will Tesco
Community Grants fund?

Applications are open to all local good causes, but we are currently prioritising
helping projects that support food security, children and young people and local
store nominated good causes.

This is not an exhaustive list and other project ideas also welcomed.
Examples include:

e Breakfast clubs
e Holiday clubs

e Food banks

e Meals on Wheels

e Equipment or non-statutory services for nurseries or schools e.g. forest schools,
library books

e Equipment for Brownie, Guide or Scout Groups e.g. camping equipment, badges
e Play areas

e Counselling and support services for young people

e Services or equipment to support children and young people’s health

e Equipment/kit for youth sports teams



Do we need match funding?

Tesco Community Grants can fund 100% of your project costs so you do not have
to have any match funding. However, if you secured additional funding, there is no -
limit to what this amount can be and any funding awarded by Tesco can form part of
your wider project costs.

Projects that are ineligible

e Work that has already taken place

o Political donations

e Fundraising activities or challenges (e.g. costs for a sky dive etc.)
e Running costs and organisation overheads

¢ Conferences or seminars

o Activities which collect funds for redistribution to other charities or individuals
e Overseas appeals

e Expeditions or overseas travel

e Promotion of a religious or political cause

e Marketing promotions

e Research projects

e Projects or activities that the state has a legal obligation to provide

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The Comic Relief Community Fund is supporting community
led organisations with an income of less than £250,000 to
deliver projects within four strategic themes.

We are pleased to be managing this new fund on behalf of Comic Relief in England. It will provide
grants of up to £10,000, supporting project delivery and organisational capacity building, helping

organisations flourish.

The funding is split as follows:
e Up to £1,000 for capacity building
e Up to £9,000 for project delivery

We will fund applications from grass roots, community led organisations that can demonstrate
how people with lived experience of the issues being tackled are involved in the organisation and

the project.
Applications must sit within one of the four key themes:

A Safe Place To Be: Supporting people to rebuild their lives because of homelessness or forced

migration.

Children Survive & Thrive: Supporting children up to the age of 11 to grow, play and learn

Gender Justice: Championing those who identify as women and girls, including initiatives tackling

domestic violence, abuse or exploitation

Mental Health Matters: Supporting good mental health in communities and tackling stigma and

discrimination.

How can the fund support you?

Grants of up to a maximum of £10,000 are available. All applications must include a request for up
to £1,000 to support capacity building, this would leave a maximum request of £9,000 for project

delivery. Projects must be completed within one year of receiving a grant.

Capacity Building Funding (up to
£1,000)

This funding will support your organisation to become more robust and better able to deliver
projects that bring about lasting change. The types of activities funded could include:

Developing better organisational governance through training for staff or trustees

Gaining a better understanding of the needs of your beneficiaries

Support to develop policies and procedures and strengthen working practices

e |Improvement in the marketing and promotion of your services

Gaining a better understanding of how to measure the impact of your work




Project Delivery Funding (up to £9,000)

Grants will support your organisation to deliver projects on any of the four strategic themes.

Examples of projects could include:
e Employing seasonal workers to deliver summer activities for young people, tackling inequality
issues

e Creating acommunity garden to help refugees come together, tackling family isolation and

mental health issues

e Employing support workers to help vulnerable families with young children transition to

primary school

e Acreative arts project to help tackle gender-based violence through workshops and

exhibitions
e Renting space to support people to recover from homelessness
e Counselling and Support Services for young people

e Decorating and refurbishing a training room, to enable a new gender specific client group to be

engaged

Programme to support groups who are working to tackle food poverty or supporting the

elderly within the local community.

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Groundwork is working with One Stop Stores Ltd to administer the One Stop Community Partnership
programme. Successful applicants will receive an initial grant of up to £1,000 and begin a partnership

with their local One Stop store.

This programme is designed to support community groups or organisations operating within two miles

of a One Stop store and which are;

e Tackling food poverty

Supporting the vulnerable

Supporting the elderly

Supporting low-income families

Running youth sports teams



Taking a partnership approach

The programme provides partnership as well as financial assistance. Alongside a grant of up to £1,000,
along-term tailored programme of support is created for successful applicants by the One Stop
Community Team and One Stop Store Team. Grant recipients then work in partnership with the One
Stop Store Team at their local shop to deliver this programme.

The tailored support from the store teams will help community causes to increase or improve their
service by assisting in areas such as but not limited to; volunteering support, fundraising and

awareness-raising.

To be eligible to apply, your organisation or project location address must be within two miles of a One
Stop store. Each store is able to create a partnership with one group only. Before you start your
